Otafiire blocks destruction of sh960m sugar consignment

Trade and tourism Minister Kahinda
Otafiire yesterday filed an affidavit want-
ing a court in Mombasa, Kenya to stop
the destruction of a consignment of
sugar afier it was declared unfit for con-
sumption.

The controversy over the Ksh34m
(about sh969m) worth

and was, therefore, unfit for human con-
sumption.

Ouafiire, who is the Director of Arua
Mercantile Ltd, which claims ownership
of the sugar, said that the Kebs report
was faulty as there was no test conduct-
ed on the consignment but it just dwelt
on the dates indicated on the gunny

after Otafiire moved to court to block its
destruction, scheduled for today.

The 12, 460 bags of sugar, which ar-
rived in the Kenya in 25 containers in
2007, have been the centre of controver-
sy after Mumias Sugar said the import-
ers had used the company’s gunny bags
without its knowledge.

The Kenya Bureau of Standards,
(Kebs) had issued an inspection report
dated June 23, 2010, declaring that the
sugar had expired as per the labelling,

reading the Kebs report ordered that the
consignment, lying at the port of Mom-
basa, be des

In his April 27 ruung the judge di-
rected that the Kenya Revenue Author-
ity, Kenya Ports Aulhomy and the Kebs,
supervise the

siphoned off and transferred to another
company, Sasco Logistics, in the United
Arab Emirates.

“Upon enquiry from my co-director,
Humphrey Babukiika, who was also the
managing director, he informed me that
he had ordered and paid for sugar to be
inported to Uganda, in Arua Mercan-
tile’s name,” Otafiire further states.
